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OCCUE 2009 Grant Winner ONewscasts From the PastO

First, | would like to thank the members of Orange
County Computer Using Educators (OC CUE) for funding
our grant. The opportunities this grant provided enabled
my 6t grade students to complete a project entitled
ONewscasts From the PastO. My goals were to implement
project-based learning methods to inspire students to
increase their reading and writing skills through research
and writing scripts for their ancient newscasts. Six groups
of 5 students bPImed their newscasts and completed the
projects by using green screen capability offered in iMovie
08. Money that was awarded to us by OC CUE enabled us
to purchase the Chroma Key Green Screen that was used
as a backdrop for bIming, a Canon camcorder, a snowball
USB microphone, a DVD entitled OAncient EgyptO and a
lighting system to prevent shadows. Other funds allowed
me to purchase external wireless microphones. | would
recommend using microphones because the students do
not speak loudly enough when they are being bImed. |
had designated a timeline of about 9 weeks to complete
the project, but in the future, I will lengthen the time to
about three months.

| am fortunate to work in a school that takes part
in the Apple 1 to 1 program. Each student in my class has
access to his own MacBook laptop. However, classrooms
that have at least one computer with the capability of
running iMovie can also implement this project. As the
groups worked on their videos, they followed a rubric
that we had discussed at the onset of the project. The
students were extremely excited about using the
camcorder, microphones, lighting system, and green

screen. These items provided motivation for them to do the
research and outlining that was necessary for creating the
storyboards and writing the scripts. | am spending more time
this year on encouraging students to enrich the actorOs lines
with the inclusion of more historical facts. Also, the actors will
work harder to memorize their lines. Another improvement
will be for me to work with the students who will be
responsible for PIming the projects. We will experiment with
using various camera angles and discuss perspective so the
actors truly bt in with the video background. A further
suggestion would be to effectively use the Ken BurnOs effect
that is built into iMovie. The backdrop for the actors will be
moving as in a video, so this effect will assist the students in
staying within copyright guidelines. As noted, we learned
valuable lessons last year with this initial implementation of
this project, and we will use these insights to increase student
learning and project development in the future.

The bnal student videos were shared with teachers
and administrators within as well as outside of my district, our
school board, and the parents in the community we serve. It
was exciting to share these projects and witness the pride my
students felt. Teachers, Administrators, school board members
and parents were amazed at the high level of accomplishment
my students had attained. | also submitted on e of the videos
to the California Student Multi-Media Festival last school year
and plan to enter another one this year. All in all, it was an
extremely valuable learning experience for my students and
inspired my fellow teachers to emulate the learning
experiences embedded in this model project.

Steve Wozniak

Woz invented the Apple IT computer,
launching the personal computer
revolution. The President of the
United States awarded him The
National Medal of Technology, the
highest honor bestowed upon
America’s leading innovators. He
has been inducted into the Inventors
Hall of Fame and was awarded The
Heinz Award for Technology, the
Economy, and Employment for
“..lighting the fires of excitement for
education in students and their
teachers.” After leaving Apple
Computer in 1985, Woz taught 5th
through 9th grade students in Los
Gatos, CA, for eight years, where he
donated state-of-the-art computers
and technology equipment including
Internet access for every school in
the district. Woz founded the
Electronic Frontier Foundation and is
a founding director of the San Jose
Tech Museum, the Silicon Valley
Ballet, and the Children’s Discovery
Museum of San Jose. The recipient
of eight honorary doctoral degrees,
he is the subject of a student-made
documentary film, “Camp Woz: The
Admirable Lunacy of Philanthropy.”
His 2006 autobiography is iWoz:

From Computer Geek to Cult Icon.

The students create popular music and
media through project-based learning
and share their work via their own
recordings and live performances.
